Camps & Tours
More and more invitations for Rotary Youth Exchange Camps & Tours are appearing all the time now. A wide variety of possi-
bilities are available for a young person to spend two or three weeks, with a group from many countries, having an amazing
experience together. If you know someone who might be interested, just get them to pay a visit to the RIBI Youth
Exchange Association website at http://youthribi.org/camps-and-tours-current-camps- and-tours.asp . The

selection currently available includes Camps based around sports such as tennis, activities such as
sailing and hobbies such as photography, as well as Tours around some amazing parts of the world.
Countries available include Italy, Spain, Turkey, Switzerland and the USA among others. Worthy of
(/ note is the fact that the list now includes at least two “Handicamps” that are designed to cater for the
physically disabled.

Almost all the Camps are held using English as the official language and a large number do not
charge a fee—which means the participant simply has to cover the return flight, insurance and spending money.
This can be a very straightforward way to work on Rotary’s objective to bring about peace between the peoples of
the world by getting the world’s teenagers to get to know each directly and break through the barriers between
cultures.

Rotary International Certification Requirements

Rotary International introduced “Certification” for Youth Exchange a few years ago now and its requirements need to be fol-
lowed for all projects or programmes involving hosting of international students. A set of procedures is available on the District
Youth Exchange website http://rye1060.org.uk . The idea is not to prevent projects in this sort of area, but to provide check-
lists and forms to gather the right sort of information and to make it relatively straightforward to “stick to the rules”. At some
point, we will be audited on our compliance here, so please do make sure you get in touch if you are at all unsure about what
is required.

RIBI Promotion of Youth Exchange

In order to attempt to revive our dying Youth Exchange programmes a revamp of the RIBI Youth Exchange Association web-
site http://youthribi.org _ has been funded together with some basic advertising to raise the profile of this website. This has
resulted in a trickle of interest in the various programmes. This is good, but the requests will rarely fall in an area that is actu-
ally prepared to process the resulting application. Ideally, we could do with having at least one Rotary Club in each area that
was available to assist if an enquiry does come through this route or alternatively via the District Youth Exchange website at
http://rye1060.org.uk . If your Club may be interested, please do get in touch.

UK Immigration Law

After changes to UK immigration law in April 2009, our Long Term Exchange programme is now limited to the European Un-
ion, or requires funding for private education. Thank you to those who have tried to help with this situation. It is worth pointing
out that since we cannot host Long Term Students from outside the EU, we cannot send our Students to those countries ei-
ther since the programme is reciprocal. If you would like to help, please do write to your local MP. Sample wording to assist
