Vocational Exchange?
Is your Rotary Club finding it difficult to come up with projects that cover the Vocational Ave-
nue of Service? You can do this for young people, both locally and internationally, via what
we call the New Generations Exchange. This is aimed at 18 to 25 year olds, although this
can be stretched a little, and is really an international vocational experience. If you are able
to arrange for an overseas visitor to spend a little time at one or more places of work in your
local area, we should be able to set something up. The young person could be here for two
to three weeks, or longer, and could be hosted by your Club as a whole. They could stay
with different people across that time and spend time with different members of the Club dur-
ing the day—visiting places of work, or simply being more of a tourist and seeing something
of what our part of the world has to offer. The New Generations Exchange is very flexible
and can easily be tailored to the requirements of a prospective candidate or simply to fit in
with what your Club could offer a candidate from overseas. If you think you can do some-
thlng in this area, just let me know.

UK Immigration Law

There is still no news of a solution to the legal change that has effectively suspended our
Long Term Youth Exchange programme for those outside the EU. We have been bounced
around between various government departments and letters have now been written to the
Prime Minister, Home Secretary and their counterparts in the opposition to try and highlight
this issue. A standard letter will soon be available for you to use if you would like to make
your own MP aware of this difficult situation.
