This month, | am going to
start with a quote from The New Global Student, a book by Maya Frost that was published in 2009. After going
through several possible ‘suppliers’ of Exchange programmes, Maya says

“There are many other organizations creating wonderful exchange opportunities for students, but I’'m going to
focus on only one. | have my own personal reasons for recommending it, but even if | didn’t, I'd pick Rotary
International (www.rotary.org) over all others, hands down.”

Maya then goes on to justify this statement. To quote just one of her reasons here

“Rotary International is committed to humanitarian work on both a local and a global scale. Thanks to Rotary
and its partners, two billion children have been immunized against polio, five million have been spared disabil-
ity, and more than 250,000 deaths from polio have been prevented. Through Rotary programs, hundreds of
thousands of committed individuals from around the world are studying conflict resolution, earning scholarships
for international study, travelling on cultural exchanges, and helping their communities through service projects
of all kinds.”

Many Rotarians often comment on the lack of recognition, or at least publicity, that Rotary receives for the work
it carries out. Here we have an independent author highlighting Rotary’s major efforts in a very clear way. How-
ever, there is a difficulty here. It is wonderful that Rotary’s Youth Exchange programme is getting such a strong
recommendation in a key publication, but potential participants in our programmes from around the world will
generally find that our area is not available to them as a choice of destination.

I am always mindful of the expression “an Englishman’s home is his castle” and | would certainly admit that
‘lowering the drawbridge’ to allow a complete stranger to live in our house was difficult the first time. Still, after
hosting a large number of exchange students and many people from other Rotary programmes, | have to say
that it is a decision | will always be very happy about. It has given me the opportunity to see my own country
and culture through the eyes of others, as well as learning about a few of the many other cultures around the
world.

If you have ever considered ‘letting your drawbridge down’ in this way, then please do give it some serious
thought and get in touch if you would like to pursue it further. There are many possibilities available of varying
durations, so there is no need to commit to several months when a few days can make a big difference to
someone.

Camps & Tours

The invitations for Rotary Youth Exchange Camps & Tours across the Spring / Summer of 2010
are coming in fast now, with several being received each week. The up to date list can be seen by
visiting the website at http://youthribi.org/camps-and-tours-current-camps- and-tours.asp

The selection currently available includes Camps based around sports such as tennis, activities
such as sailing and hobbies such as photography, as well as Tours around some amazing parts of the world.
Countries available include Italy, Spain, Turkey, Switzerland and the USA among others. Almost all the Camps
are held using English as the official language and the majority do not charge a fee—which means the partici-
pant simply has to cover the return flight, insurance and spending money. This is an incredible opportunity for a
young person to spend two or three weeks with a number of people from many different countries, all sharing a
tremendous experience—while also learning about the cultural similarities and differences that
exist between them.

If you know someone who may be interested in something like this please do tell them about it.
And encourage them to apply. Other than making sure they would be a suitable candidate and
completing a little paperwork, there is no cost to Rotary for the Outbound Camps & Tours, which
has to be a good thing.

UK Immigration Law

We have now had confirmation from various government officials that the temporary measure that was put in
place a few months ago to allow exchange students to obtain a student visa for attending state schools for up
to six months, has been made permanent. This is practically useless when the school attendance for our ex-
change students would be an academic year. This means our Long Term Exchange is now limited to the Euro-
pean Union. If you would like to help to address this disturbing situation, please do write to your local MP. Sam-
