Camps & Tours

The stream of invitations for Rotary Youth Exchange Camps & Tours is pretty much at full strength now, with nine invitations
appearing on the same day earlier this week. There are now Camps & Tours on offer from 20 different countries. The up to
date list can be seen by visiting the website at http://youthribi.org/camps-and-tours-current-camps-
and-tours.asp . The selection currently available includes Camps based around sports such
as tennis, activities such as sailing and hobbies such as photography, as well as Tours
around some amazing parts of the world. Countries available include Italy, Spain, Turkey,
Switzerland and the USA among others. Worthy of note is the fact that the list now includes
at least two “Handicamps” that are designed to cater for the physically disabled.

Almost all the Camps are held using English as the official language and the majority do not
charge a fee—which means the participant simply has to cover the return flight, insurance
and spending money. This is an incredible opportunity for a young person to spend two or
three weeks with a number of people from many different countries, all sharing a tremendous experience—
: while also learning about the cultural similarities and differences that exist between them.

If you know someone who may be interested in something like this please do tell them about it. And encour-
age them to apply. Other than making sure they would be a suitable candidate and completing a little paper-
work, there is no cost to Rotary for the Outbound Camps & Tours, which has to be a good thing.

Rotary International Certification Requirements

Rotary International introduced “Certification” for Youth Exchange a few years ago now and its requirements need to be fol-
lowed for all projects or programmes involving hosting of international students. A set of procedures is available on the District
Youth Exchange website http://rye1060.org.uk . The idea is not to prevent projects in this sort of area, but to provide check-
lists and forms to gather the right sort of information and to make it relatively straightforward to “stick to the rules”. At some
point, we will be audited on our compliance here, so please do make sure you get in touch if you are at all unsure about what
is required.

UK Immigration Law

If anything, we have received even stronger confirmation that the concession that allowed our Long Term Exchange students
to attend a state school will not be reintroduced in the foreseeable future, if at all. This means our Long Term Exchange pro-
gramme is now limited to the European Union, or requires funding for private education. Thank you to those who have tried to
help with this situation. It is worth pointing out that since we cannot host Long Term Students from outside the EU, we cannot
send our Students to those countries either since the programme is reciprocal. If you would like to help, please do write to
your local MP.
